The Equality Act 2010

The Equality Act 2010 legally protects people from discrimination in the
workplace and in wider society. It replaced previous anti-discrimination laws

with a single Act, making the law easier to understand and strengthening
protection in some situations.




How is it taught?
= 35 picture books: 5 in each year group from EYFS to Y6

= Picture books deal with all equalities in the Equality Act (race, religion,
gender, gender identity including transgender, age, disability, sexual
orientation)

« Each characteristic is taught in context with British Law

When the people of the Island
discover a man and a tattered raft
on their beach, they are reluctant
to take him in. He doesn't look
like them. But they cannot send
him back to the sea where he will
surely perish. Instead, they put
him aside but even that doesn't
solve their problem.

The Island is an astonishing and
powerful picture book about
refugees, xenophobia,
multiculturalism, social politics
and human rights. It tackles big
themes in subtle ways.
