and by listening to a 
variety of Gospel/Soul 

music.

Children will be 

introduced to the 
ukulele, focusing on 

history, handling and 
technique. They will 

learn the chords C and 
A minor to play a two-

chord song and be 
introduced to tab 

notation.

Ukulele 2 
Children will consolidate 
their knowledge of the 
ukulele and learn the F 
chord in addition to C 
and A minor, to learn a

Glockenspiel Skills:  
Children will learn 

about sea shanties and

playing.

Children will examine 
and analyse the use of

their performance.

Children will explore the 

history of rap and hip
